Keywords: Maximum 5 keywords, in one row, using Arial 11 pt, separated with commas
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The abstract must be of 2 pages maximum and written in English language. It must be scientifically sound and easy to be followed by the reader. English grammar must be carefully checked. The abstract must be formatted according to this template. The text in the paragraphs should be Arial 11 pt.

· Spacing: single and justified.
· Space before paragraph: 6pt 
· Space after paragraph: 3pt

Figures, tables and captions must be centred. Figures should be numbered (Figure 1) and should have at least 300 dpi (spacing: 12pt before and 6pt after). The Figure caption should be placed below the image and 10pt Arial font should be used.

Tables should also be numbered (Table 1) and the table header should be placed at the top of the chart and centred.
